FIFE COASTAL PATH
The Fife Coastal Path is a 117-mile route
that follows the coastline of Fife from
Kincardine to Newburgh. The sections
of the Fife Coastal Path in Levenmouth
take in areas of mining and industrial 
heritage, urban areas, stunning 
beaches, quaint villages, and historic 
buildings. Look for gannets, seals or 
the occasional pod of dolphins too! 

GOLF 
Fife, the Home of Golf, boasts over 50 courses including 
one of Scotland’s newest courses Dumbarnie Links. 
Both Leven Links and Lundin courses were influenced 
by Old Tom Morris making both courses challenging. 
Charleton, and Scoonie clubs are both inland courses 
and suit various skill levels. Lundin Ladies is known and 
loved by many as one of the only ladies’ golf clubs in 
Scotland, and is the oldest in the world. 

ART & CULTURE 
It’s no wonder why famous Scottish artist Jack Vettriano
used Leven beach as inspiration for “The Billy Boys” 
and “The Singing Butler”. It's no surprise that such 
talented landscape artists are drawn to this area for
inspiration. Largo Arts Festival exhibit local and 
international artists at both their summer and winter 
festivals. Our local independent shops and galleries 
highlight local talent. The live music scene and festival 
culture brings a great vibe to the area with festivals at 
Silverburn and Promfest every summer. Live music can 
be found at various venues throughout Levenmouth. 

FOOD & DRINK 
Indulge in the Fife food and drink scene at one of 
our independent restaurants, bars and coffee shops. 
The Crusoe, Base, Colliers Coffee Roasters, Lundin 
Coffee, Beach House Coffee, Together Levenmouth 
Hub and The Aurrie all offer fantastic food and drink 
using local seasonal produce. The Perfect Scoop 
in East Wemyss offers award winning ice cream, 
or why not try some of Fife’s best summer fruits at 
Blacketyside Farmshop and scones at The Cottage 
Window Café.

For a great day out with the family, come rain or shine 
there is something to entertain everyone. Get close to

farm animals at Wellsgreen Farm or walk with an alpaca
at Claireville Alpaca’s. Enjoy a swim at Leven Swimming
Pool, or indoor crazy golf and escape rooms at Together

Levenmouth Hub. Have fun in the parks at Silverburn 
and Letham Glen or enjoy a nostalgic day by the sea 

at Beachcomber Family Amusements. A trip to Action 
Zone provides a play centre for kids of all ages.

HISTORY & HERITAGE 
Levenmouth has rich and varied history, dating 
back over 5,000 years. Find inspiration from 
Alexander Selkirk, the “real” Robinson Crusoe, 
or Captain George Moody, the original skipper 
of the Cutty Sark. Discover the history of Methil 
and surrounding area, from prehistoric times to 
present day at Methil Heritage Centre or visit 
Wemyss Caves at Save Wemyss Ancient Cave 
Society for a glimpse of Pictish life. 

EAST WEMYSS

FIFE PILGRIM WAY
The 64-mile Fife Pilgrim Way starts at
Culross or North Queensferry, meeting 
in Dunfermline before winding through
the lesser-known Fife areas, passing 
medieval landmarks, industrial landscapes,
and picturesque villages en route to
St Andrews. The route features easy 
sections for short walks or longer 
challenges. Walkers in Levenmouth can
connect with the route in Windygates.

Levenmouth Discovery Trails allow you
to learn more about heritage, art, nature
and much more. Using your smartphone,
uncover our industrial heritage in Methil,
dive deep into Letham Glen and follow 
in the footsteps of Robinson Crusoe. 
The Trails are designed for all age 
groups and for visitors of all abilities.

LEVENMOUTH RAIL LINK
Discover Levenmouth by rail with a
direct link to the Heartlands of Fife, 
Dunfermline and West Fife and onto
Edinburgh in around 1hr 15 minutes.
The rail link allows you to visit the area
sustainably with onward travel by bus,
cycling or walking to the East Neuk of 
Fife. A short walk from Leven station 
is Fife Heritage Railway. Visit to take 
a ride on one of their vintage trains.
